Tilt protection

The device comes equipped with a tilt protection. The tilt
protection is a safety device intended to minimize the risk of fire
in case the device is tipped over inadvertently. The device will
be switched off when knocked over (or if its upright position is
changed in any other manner).

The tilt protection switches the device off when it is inclined out
of its vertical position. The device can again be used as usual
only a few seconds after placing it back in vertical position and
on solid ground.

The device is used to quickly generate instant heat.

The device is based on the functional principle of heat
generation by infrared radiation, which is generated by four
halogen heating elements. The infrared radiation is passed on to
the surrounding surfaces as heat radiation. Persons or objects
are heated directly.

Transport

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Setting the timer

The timer allows you to program an automatic switch-off time in
increments of 30/60/90 minutes at any heating level.

Errors and faults

The device does not start:

e (Check the power connection.

e (Check the power cable and mains plug for damage. If you
notice damages, do not try to take the device back into
operation.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the
manufacturer, its service agent or similarly qualified
persons in order to avoid a hazard.

e Check the on-site fusing.

e Wait for 10 minutes before restarting the device. If the
device is not starting, have the electrics checked by a
specialist company or by Trotec.

The device does not emit heat:

e The heating element may be defective. If the heating
element is defective, have it replaced by a specialist
electrical company.

e (Check the mains switch (6). If the switch is set to the 0
position, the device is switched off. Switch the device on. If
the mains switch (6) is set to position I, check whether the
device is in standby mode.

RCD or another fuse trips:

e Check the fuse. Switch off any other devices to reduce the
load on the line.

e (Contact a specialist electrical company.

The device slightly vibrates during switch-on and then
stops vibrating:

e Slight vibrations during switch-on are a normal process.
No measures are required.
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The device does not respond to the infrared remote control:

e (Check whether the distance between remote control and
device is too large and reduce it if necessary.

e Make sure there are no obstacles, such as furniture or
walls, between the device and the remote control. Ensure
visual contact between device and remote control.

e (Check the charging status of the batteries and change
them if required.

e [f the batteries have just been changed, check them for
correct polarity.
The LED elements do not work:
e (Check whether the power cable is plugged in correctly.
e Check whether the unit is switched on.
e (Check all LED elements for damages.

e (Check whether the LED elements are switched on by
pressing the Light button (17) on the remote control.

e The LED elements may be defective. Contact the Trotec
customer service.

Note

Wait for at least 3 minutes after maintenance and
repair work. Only then switch the device back on.

The device still does not operate correctly after these
checks:
Please contact the customer service. If necessary, bring the

Wipe the housing dry after cleaning.

Dirt on the heating rods should be removed with a long brush
with soft bristles.
