e TRH 24 E: 2,200 watts
The heat electrically generated by the heating elements within
the device is absorbed by the heating medium oil. The heating
medium oil offers the advantages of quick heat-up and long-
term heat storage capacity. On these grounds the heating
medium oil can guarantee a continuous heat emission. The

radiator's 9 or 11 ribs increase the heat radiating surface and so
enhance its effectiveness.

The device is further equipped with an overheating protection
and a tilt protection.
The device is not protected against water (IP20).

The device TRH 22 E / TRH 23 E comes with an additional turbo
function. Accordingly a turbo blower with additional PTC heating
element ensures the quick and effective initial room heating.

Once you have completely installed the device as described in
the chapter Assembly and start-up, you can switch it on.

" The device will not be switched on until the room
temperature falls below the temperature set at the
room thermostat.

Setting the performance level
1. Set the rotary switch of the performance level (9) to the
desired level.

Setting the room thermostat

e Check whether the overheating protection has tripped (see
chapter Safety).

The room thermostat may
have switched off, because the desired room temperature
has been reached.

e (Check whether the overheating protection has tripped (see
chapter Safety).

e The heating resistor might have blown. Have a defective
heating resistor replaced by a specialist electrical
company.

e The room thermostat might be defective. Have a defective
room thermostat replaced by a specialist electrical
company.

The fan does not run (TRH 22 E / TRH 23 E only):

e Check whether the device is switched on.

e (Check the power connection.

e (Check the power cable and mains plug for damages.

e Check the room temperature. When the room thermostat
switches off, the blower turns off as well.

e The fan motor might be defective. Have a defective fan
motor replaced by a specialist electrical company.

The separate collection of waste electrical and electronic
equipment aims to enable the re-use, recycling and other forms
of recovery of waste equipment as well as to prevent negative
effects for the environment and human health caused by the
disposal of hazardous substances potentially contained in the
equipment.

Heating medium oil
The heating medium oil must be drained from the device and
collected.

The heating medium oil is to be disposed of according to the
national regulations.

Only for United Kingdom

According to Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment
Regulations 2013 (SI 2013/3113) (as amended) devices that are
no longer usable must be collected separately and disposed of
in an environmentally friendly manner.
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
