Switching the device on

Once you have completely installed the device as described in
the chapter Assembly and start-up, you can switch it on.
1. Press the ON/OFF button (25).
= An acoustic signal is emitted and the device starts up in
normal operation mode at fan stage 1.

Setting the operating mode

The device has the following operating modes:
e Normal operation

e Natural wind

e Night mode

e Comfort mode

e Whisper mode
Normal operation

In Normal operation mode the fan keeps running at the desired
fan stage. The fan stage can be set from 1 to 26 in this
operating mode and is shown on the segment display (21).

Please proceed as follows to set the fan stage in normal
operation mode:

1. Press the Mode button (23) until the Normal LED lights up
among the operating mode LEDs (22).

= The device runs in Normal operation mode.

2. Turn the fan stage/timer knob (26) clockwise to increase
the fan stage. The selected fan stage in shown on the
device display.

= The device keeps running at the set fan stage.

3. Turn the fan stage/timer knob (26) counter-clockwise to
reduce the fan stage. The selected fan stage is shown on
the segment display (21).

= The device keeps running at the set fan stage.

Natural wind

In Natural wind mode, the fan speed increases and decreases
alternately to generate a pleasant, natural air stream.
1. Press the Mode button (23) until the Natural LED lights up
among the operating mode LEDs (22).
= The device changes between pre-programmed fan
stages automatically.
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Night mode

In Night mode, the device gradually reduces its fan stage
automatically.
e After activation of Night mode, the fan runs at fan stage 8
for 30 minutes.

e After an operating time of 30 minutes, the fan
automatically switches to fan stage 4 in Night mode.

e After an operating time of one hour, the fan automatically
switches to fan stage 2 in Night mode and keeps running
at this stage.

To activate night mode, please proceed as follows:
1. Press the Mode button (23) until the Sleep LED lights up
among the operating mode LEDs (22).
= The device runs in Night mode.

Comfort mode

In Comfort mode, the fan stage is controlled depending on the
ambient temperature and pre-programmed functional
characteristics.

automatically switches to standby mode when in Comfort
mode. The ventilation and oscillation functions are
deactivated and "88" flashes on the segment display.

e [f the ambient temperature is higher than 20 °C, the device
automatically terminates standby mode and switches back
on when in Comfort mode. The ventilation and oscillation
functions are activated and "88" stops flashing on the
segment display.

e In Comfort mode, the fan stage cannot be changed
manually.

1. Press the Mode button (23) until the Comfort LED lights up
among the operating mode LEDs (22).
= The device runs in Comfort mode.
Whisper mode
In Whisper mode, the device runs at a reduced volume.
1. Press the Mode button (23) until the Silent LED lights up
among the operating mode LEDs (22).
= The device runs in Whisper mode.
Setting the timer
The timer has two modes of operation:
e automatic switch-off upon expiry of a preset number of
hours
e automatic switch-on upon expiry of a preset number of
hours
The number of hours of the timer can range from 0.5 to 12. The
timer can be set in increments of 0.5 hours (0.5 hto 10 h) or in
increments of 1 hour (10 h to 12 h).

Memory function

If you switch the device back on from standby mode or after a
power failure, the settings selected for the last used operating
mode are saved.

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Using the oscillation function

By means of the oscillation function you can achieve consistent
ventilation.
v" The device is switched on and operating.
1. Press the Oscillation button (24) to activate the oscillation
function.
= The oscillation function is activated.
= The fan head rotates to and fro by up to 85°.
2. Press the Oscillation button (24) to deactivate the
oscillation function.
= The oscillation function is deactivated.
= The device stops oscillation at the desired position and
continues to run in the selected operating mode.

lllumination

In case of non-use the LEDs on the control panel switch off after
approx. 30 seconds. The device continues to run with the
selected settings.

Automatic switch-off

The device switches off automatically if no operating element
was actuated for 12 hours.
