Transport
Before transporting the device, observe the following:
• Switch the device off.

• Disconnect the device from the mains by removing the
mains plug from the socket. When doing so, be sure to
hold the plug, not the cable.

• Do not use the power cable to drag the device.

After transporting the device, proceed as follows:
• Set up the device in an upright position after transport.

Storage
Before storing the device, proceed as follows:
• Switch off the device.

• Disconnect the device from the mains by removing the
mains plug from the socket. When doing so, be sure to
hold the plug, not the cable.

When the device is not being used, observe the following
storage conditions:
• Store the device in a dry location and protected from frost

and heat.

• If required, use a cover to protect the device from invasive
dust.

• Place no further devices or objects on top of the device to
prevent it from being damaged.

• Remove the batteries from the remote control.

Assembly and start-up

Unpacking the device
1. Open the cardboard box and take the device out.
2. Completely remove the packaging.
3. Fully unwind the power cable. Make sure that the power

cable is not damaged and that you do not damage it during
unwinding.

Assembly
Mounting the foot
1. Connect the two parts of the foot (3) so that the pins

engage in the provided openings.

2. Turn the two catches (5) at the bottom side of the foot by
about 90° to lock the two foot parts together.

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Connecting the fan body and foot
1. Connect the assembled foot (3) with the fan body (2).
2. Screw the three connection screws (6) into the provided

holes (7) at the bottom side of the fan body.

Start-up
When positioning the device, observe the minimum distance
from walls or other objects as described in the chapter
Technical annex.

• Before restarting the device, check the condition of the
power cable. If there are doubts as to the sound condition,
contact the customer service.

Switching the device on
Once you have completely installed the device as described in
the chapter Assembly and start-up, you can switch it on.
1. Press the ON/OFF button (11).

ð An acoustic signal is emitted and the device starts up in
normal operation mode at fan stage 1.

Setting the operating mode
The device has the following operating modes:
• Normal operation
• Night mode
• Natural wind
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Normal operation
In Normal operation mode the fan keeps running at the desired
fan stage. The fan stage can be set from 1 to 6 in this operating
mode and is shown on the segment display (13).

Please proceed as follows to set the fan stage in Normal
operation mode:
1. Press the MODE button (12) until the  = Normal operation

LED lights up among the operating mode LEDs (15).
ð The device runs in Normal operation mode.

2. Press the SPEED/TIMER button (9). By pressing "+"
repeatedly, you can increase the fan stage. The selected
fan stage is shown on the segment display (13).
ð The device keeps running at the set fan stage.

3. Press the SPEED/TIMER button (9): By pressing "-"
repeatedly, you can reduce the fan stage. The selected fan
stage is shown on the segment display (13).
ð The device keeps running at the set fan stage.

Night mode
In Night mode, the device gradually changes the fan stage
automatically depending on the selected fan stage. You can set
the fan stage manually from 1 to 3 in this mode.
• At fan stage 1, the device automatically switches to fan

stage 2 after 15 minutes in Night mode. After an operating
time of 45 minutes, the device automatically switches
back to fan stage 1 and keeps running at this speed.

• At fan stage 2, the device automatically switches to fan
stage 1 after an operating time of 60 minutes in Night
mode and keeps running at this speed.

• At fan stage 3, the device automatically switches to fan
stage 2 after an operating time of 30 minutes in
Night mode. After an operating time of 60 minutes, the
device automatically switches to fan stage 1 and keeps
running at this speed.

To activate night mode, please proceed as follows:
1. Press the MODE button (12) until the  = Night mode LED

lights up among the operating mode LEDs (15).
ð The device runs in Night mode.

Natural wind
In Natural wind mode, the fan speed automatically increases
and decreases alternately to generate a pleasant, natural air
stream. You can set the fan stage manually from 1 to 3 in this
mode.

Please proceed as follows to activate Natural wind mode:
1. Press the MODE button (12) until the  = natural wind LED

lights up among the operating mode LEDs (15).
ð The device switches to Natural wind mode.

Please proceed as follows to set the fan stage in natural wind
mode:
1. Press the SPEED/TIMER button (9): By pressing "+"

repeatedly, you can increase the fan stage. The selected
fan stage is shown on the segment display (13).
ð The device switches over to the selected fan stage.
ð The device continues to run in Natural wind mode.

2. Press the SPEED/TIMER button (9): By pressing "-"
repeatedly, you can reduce the fan stage. The selected fan
stage is shown on the segment display (13).
ð The device switches over to the selected fan stage.
ð The device continues to run in Natural wind mode.

Setting the timer
The timer function switches the device off after the set time has
elapsed.

The number of hours of the timer can range from 0.5 to 12. 
The timer can be set in increments of 0.5 hours (0.5 h to 10 h)
or in increments of 1 hour (10 h to 12 h).

The function can be set in all operating modes.
ü Automatic switch-on: The device is switched off.
ü Automatic switch-off: The device is switched on.
1. Press the TIMER button (17) to activate the timer.

ð The Timer LED (16) flashes for approx. 5 s.
2. Press the SPEED/TIMER button (9) to select the desired

number of hours until automatic switch-off.
ð The segment display (13) indicates the number of hours

until automatic switch-off.
3. Wait for 5 seconds to confirm the setting.

ð The timer LED (16) is illuminated. The segment
display (13) indicates the current fan stage and
operating mode again.

ð After the predefined time, the device switches itself 
on/off.

4. To delete the setting, press the SPEED/TIMER button (9)
and select 00 hours.
ð The timer LED (16) goes out.
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Memory function
If you switch the device back on from standby mode or after a
power failure, the settings selected for the last used operating
mode are saved.

Any activated timer will not be saved in the device.

Using the oscillation function
By means of the oscillation function you can achieve consistent
ventilation.
ü The device is switched on and operating.
1. Press the OSC button (10) to activate the oscillation

function.
ð The oscillation function is activated.
ð The fan body rotates to and fro by up to 60°.

2. Press the OSC button (10) to deactivate the oscillation
function.
ð The oscillation function is deactivated.
ð The device stops oscillation at the desired position and

continues to run in the selected operating mode.

Shutdown

• Switch off the device by pressing the ON/OFF button (11).

• Disconnect the device from the mains by removing the
mains plug from the socket.

Errors and faults

The device has been checked for proper functioning several
times during production. If malfunctions occur nonetheless,
check the device according to the following list.

The device does not start:
• Check the power connection.

• Check the power cable and mains plug for damage.

• Check the on-site fusing.

• Check whether the overheating protection has tripped, see
chapter Safety.

The fan does not start:
• Check whether the unit is switched on.

• Check the power supply and whether the plug or cable is
defective.

The device is loud or vibrates:
• Check whether the device is set up in a stable and upright

position.

• Check whether the device is mounted correctly.

The device still does not operate correctly after these
checks:
Please contact the customer service. If necessary, bring the
device to an authorised specialist electrical company or to the
manufacturer for repair.
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Maintenance

Activities required before starting maintenance

Warning of electrical voltage

• Switch off the device by pressing the ON/OFF button (11).

• Disconnect the device from the mains by removing the
mains plug from the socket. When doing so, be sure to
hold the plug, not the cable.

Cleaning the housing
Clean the housing with a soft, damp and lint-free cloth. Make
sure that no moisture enters the housing. Protect electrical
components from moisture. Do not use any aggressive cleaning
agents such as cleaning sprays, solvents, alcohol-based or
abrasive cleaners to dampen the cloth.

Cleaning the inside of the housing cover
ü The device is switched off.
ü The power cable has been removed from the mains socket.
1. Remove the housing cover at the rear of the fan body by

loosening the screw (20).

2. Clean the fan body's housing cover with a soft, damp and
lint-free cloth. Ensure that no moisture enters the housing.
Protect electrical components from moisture. Do not use
any aggressive cleaning agents such as cleaning sprays,
solvents, alcohol-based or abrasive cleaners to dampen
the cloth.

3. Allow the housing cover to dry completely.
4. Reattach the cover at the rear of the fan body and tighten

in the screw (20).
